He earned his Bachelor
of Arts in Political Science from the University 
of Pennsylvania. 

"PEC's demonstrated ability to solve problems
through its project work and policy development
is what attracted me to the organization," said
Welsh. "I'm honored to have this opportunity to

help bring citizens, businesses and
policy-makers together to find 
innovative solutions to the 
environmental challenges facing
our state.
